It’s A Wrap book by Susan Breier*

100’ of 3/16” or 7/32” cotton braided clothesline — must be flexible with no hard
center core**

Sewing machine ----in good working order with zig zag stitch-----open toe applique
presser foot and extra #16 jeans needles. Please remove lint and oil your machine
before class. '

1/2 to 5/8 yd of 100% cotton fabric*** cut in 3/4” strips — the strips do not have
to be cut perfectly nor does the fabric have to be washed or ironed!!

1/8 yd of contrasting fabric — optional

Thread approx. 250 yds. (cotton covered polyester or all cotton) to match the main
fabric and contrasting fabric. Thread 2 or 3 bobbins before class to save time.

4 clothespins, acid-free glue stick for fabric, straight pins, scissors, measure, small
amount of masking or painters tape, washcloth, stiletto or seam ripper

***Batiks work well and fray less, avoid flannel and decorator fabric. It’s easier to
see the sewing lines if light to medium colored fabrics are used.
